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Law has become increasingly important in China’s development. However, the nature
and function of law in China’s context can be hardly understood and explained by
traditional legal concepts and theories. With the rise of authoritarianism, this
Symposium will critically examine and debate over the sources of law, authoritarian
legality and Chinese jurisprudence from an interdisciplinary perspective.
