The holder of intellectual property is entitled
to exploit its intellectual property in principle.
However, China’s Anti-monopoly Law
prohibits the anti-competitive refusal to deal,
including the refusal to license intellectual
property, which might constitute the abuse of
market dominance. The determination of the
refusal to license as an antitrust violation has
raised many discussions domestically and
internationally.

This seminar will be examining comparative
experience from both sides of the Atlantic and
explore the different doctrines of the refusal to
license between the US and EU. This seminar
will then discuss the refusal to license
intellectual property in China and propose
some specific suggestions for dealing with
such cases.

Dr. Wu Peicheng is a ZJU 100 Young Professor at
Guanghua Law School of Zhejiang University. His
research focuses on comparative competition law,
intellectual property law and digital law
governance. He has published a range of articles
regarding these fields in both English and Chinese.
Peicheng achieved PhDs in Law from Shanghai Jiao
Tong University in China and the University of New
South Wales in Australia. Peicheng used to be a
visiting researcher at Chicago-Kent College of Law
(2014) and the University of Warsaw (2019). In 2018,
he acted as an intern judge assistant at the IP
Division of China’s Supreme People’s Court.
